Gambatte! Legacy of an Enduring Spirit features modern and historical photographs 
documenting the stories of Japanese Americans who were forcibly incarcerated during 
World War II. Large-format contemporary photos taken by Pulitzer Prize-winning 
photojournalist Paul Kitagaki Jr. are displayed next to images shot 75 years ago by such 
noted photographers as Dorothea Lange, Ansel Adams, and others; each pairing 
features the same individuals or their direct descendants as the subject matter. Inspired 
by the Japanese concept of gambatte—to triumph over adversity—the exhibition 
chronicles the strength and legacy of a generation of Japanese Americans who 
persevered over unimaginable hardship.

Through carefully 
selected sets of automobiles, we illuminate key aspects of monozukuri, including 
creative engineering, craftsmanship, efficiency, endurance, and utility. Our publics will 
leave with a deeper understanding of how the Japanese automotive industry became a 
force to be  reckoned with, and why Japanese cars are now essential to American life.

Monaster. They will spend one week creating a Sand Mandala, a Tibetan Buddhist 
tradition that involves the creation and destruction of paintings made from colored sand. 
Once completed, it is ritualistically dismantled to symbolize the Buddhist belief in the 
transitory nature of material life. 
The opening blessing ceremony will take place on Sunday, January 20 at 12:00pm and 
the closing dissolution ceremony will take place on Saturday, January 26 at 12:00pm. 
Museum visitors will be able to observe the creation of the mandala during regular 
public open hours.

John Okada’s only published work, No-No Boy, is about a Japanese American who 
refuses to fight for the country that incarcerated him and his people in World War II. 
When released in 1957, the novel languished in obscurity until it was rediscovered and 
reissued in 1976 to become a celebrated classic of American literature. 
Frank Abe, a journalist and producer of the PBS documentary Conscience and the 
Constitution, and Greg Robinson, professor of history at Université du Québec a 
Montréal, edited John Okada (with Floyd Cheung) and will be on hand to discuss the 
first full-length examination of Okada’s development as a writer. Moderating the 
discussion will be Brian Niiya, Content Director of Densho.org, an organization whose 
mission is to preserve the testimonies of Japanese Americans who were unjustly 
incarcerated during World War II.
